Concluding Rites (Part ii)  

 

The priest celebrant then greets the people with, “The 
Lord be with you.” He proclaims a blessing over the 
people. On major feasts and solemnities, there is a 

solemn blessing. This solemn blessing contains three parts. After each part, 
the liturgical assembly responds, “Amen.”  
 

The deacon or priest then dismisses the people from liturgy. The original 
Latin for the dismissal is Ite missa est. The word missa is the root for Mass 
and thus gives the Mass its name. It has become quite common to hear 
people talk about the connection between missa and mission. As we know, 
the Mass should bear fruit in our lives. It means that the Triune God  
sanctifies us in liturgy. Put another way, through the liturgy the Holy Spirit 
comes to us to make us grow in holiness. Of course, we have to be open, 
receptive, and embracing of God’s coming to us through Christ and in the 
power of the Holy Spirit. If we are being called and sanctified by the Triune 
God, then we bear that mission in our families, workplaces and in our  
neighborhoods. Of course, we are imperfect human persons, and so each 
Sunday God continues to call us to grow in holiness by participating in the 
Sunday Eucharistic liturgy.

Deadliest Catch has wowed viewers with the real life tales of extreme                  

fishermen in the Bering Sea off the coast of Alaska. They are after crab, with 

hopes for a big payday if they're successful. But the challenges of weather, 

luck, and crew can leave a captain without a large enough catch and finally 

without a job. Viewers can watch from the comfort of their homes, settled 

back in an easy chair while a crew fights ice, high seas, equipment failure, 

and frayed nerves. What is entertainment for those watching the television is 

daily life on the boat for those who work at sea.                                                                           

 In the Gospel today, Jesus meets up with some fishermen. Simon and 

Andrew, James and John were casting their nets, probably not very far from 

shore. While the Sea of Galilee cannot compare to the Bering Sea, we know 

from the Gospels that storms can be violent on that body of water as well. 

Certainly at the time of Jesus fishing was as dangerous a job as it is today. 

So when Jesus called the two sets of brothers to follow him, were they                      

looking for a safer job?                                                                                            

 Unlikely! Fishing for men and women is a lot more difficult than fishing 

for fish. The disciples answered the call to follow Jesus. It is a call that he 

continues to issue today. Whether in the priesthood, the religious life, the 

married state, or the committed single life, Jesus is asking people to follow 

him, not in a job, but in a way of life. Just as the crew of a boat on the Bering 

Sea doesn't punch out after eight hours, the life of a Christian is more than a 

full-time job. Following Jesus forms the basis for our lives. We do it all day, 

every day. That is the call he gives.

Mass Intention Stipend Amount Policy 

Periodically we receive inquiries regarding Mass Stipends. The custom of 
making offerings (stipends) to have a Mass celebrated for a specific intention 
is a laudable one. The law of the Church thus protects the right of the  
faithful to make such offerings and the right of the priest to receive such 
offerings (canon 945, #1). Church teaching and the Law of the Church 
(canons 942-958) provide obligatory norms to direct the appropriate  
administration of this practice. 
 

In the Archdiocese of Dubuque (and the Ecclesiastical Province of Iowa—the 
other three dioceses) the normal stipend for a Mass intention is $5.00. If 
an individual wishes to give more than the customary stipend they 
must personally or in writing specify this intention at the time of the 
offering. If a person does not specify they wish more than the  
customary offering to be given to the priest, the total amount will be 
divided by 5 and the corresponding number of Mass intentions will be 
scheduled. 
 

In regard to Mass intentions and the offering given, it must be reiterated that 
one is not buying a Mass. This is not a “quid pro quo” transaction. While the 
intention is publicly noted in the Bulletin and the priest specifically  
remembers it during the celebration of the Mass, the Mass is offered on 
behalf of the whole Church and its effects apply to the whole Church and, 
indeed, the whole world, and are not limited to the person or other intention 
requested by the donor.
